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Kanawha County Sheriff's Deputies Seek Public Assistance in
Identifying Break-In Suspects at Inspired Salon

Jefferson, WV — Kanawha County Sheriff's Deputies are asking the community for help in identifying
four suspects involved in a break-in at Inspired Salon on MacCorkle Ave SW in Jefferson on Sunday night.

According to surveillance video obtained at the scene, two individuals, believed to be male, entered the
salon at approximately 6:00 p.m. on Sunday while wearing face coverings. One of these suspects was
observed wearing a dark jacket paired with red pants, and the other was seen in a blue Nike hoodie with
dark pants.

Later in the night, around midnight, two additional suspects—also presumed to be male—entered the
premises. The third suspect was recorded wearing a blue and black flannel, while the fourth suspect was
noted to be wearing a dark jacket with camouflage pants.

All four suspects were captured on surveillance footage as they rummaged through the salon and stole
several items, with the total value of the stolen property approaching $800.00.
